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'Wing Tips: 

Here are a couple of tips for removing bugs from bikes and cars.  

Make a solution of hydrogen peroxide and water using equal parts of each (1/2 cup water and 1/2 

cup peroxide). Put it in a spray bottle; spray it on the bugs (this even works on love bugs). Wait a 

minute or so and rinse them off. 
  

Another method is to wet the area, spray WD-40 on the bugs and then moisten a Bounce or other 

dryer softener sheet in warm water and wipe it over the bugs to remove them. 

Denis and I have used both methods with success.  
  

As membership enhancement coordinators for Miami Wings FL2-E since January, we have 

been responsible for contacting our members whose memberships have expired or are about to 

expire and remind them to renew. Everyone I have talked to in this capacity has been very 

receptive to these calls and most have been very thankful that someone was contacting them as a 

reminder. Especially our non-active members.  One person in Key West said he has been a 

member of GWRRA down here for over 10 years and had never been contacted before. I have 

found that almost everyone who has renewed their membership at least once in the past or 

who has been to more than one of our gatherings or rides will be renewing without question. The 

ones who are not renewing have either not been to our gatherings at all or have attended one or 

two and no one spoke to them so they never came back.   
  

Now, GWRRA has told us, that starting this month, they no longer want us to contact our 

members whose memberships have or are about to expire. They now only want us to contact new 

or potential new members to invite them to join our "Goldwing family" and attend our gatherings 

and get involved. 

We have already been calling all our new members and inviting them to join us and it is 

working. We have many new members attending our gatherings and becoming involved and we 

are always trying to recruit more new members but we need everyone's help. Many of these new 

members are our potential future leaders and we all need to make them feel welcome and to 

encourage them to get involved. We have found that the more involved a person gets in GWRRA 

the more fun they will have and the more they will want to become involved. 

So please everyone, talk to our new members and invite them to sit with you if you can and share 

your knowledge with them. Tell them about our rides and other get-togethers and about our free 

training and our conventions (rallies) and visitations And you newer members, don't be afraid to 

speak to anyone at our gatherings and learn as much as you can about our family. We're all 

happy to share our experiences with you whenever we can.
