All current officers, CD's/ACD's, should have completed this certification by August 31st to remain 

an officer. We do not want to loose an officer or a chapter. So we will do whatever it takes to get 

everyone willing through this certification process.  

On a final note, most of you know we had made some changes to the District Wanderer Program a 

number of months back. We have heard many comments about the new rules, most good, some not 

so good. We do appreciate your input although some of your ideas might have proved to be very 

painful to me personally! We are tweaking the rules and instituting some changes effective June 1st 

regarding the rules for availability.  

Chapters capturing the Wanderer will have more flexibility as to when the plaque becomes avail-

able. A few key points: Capturing Chapter must notify the District Directors within 48 hours so 

that the next capture date can be posted. The next capture date must be within 15 days of capture.  
Rule #5 now states: The "Wanderer" must be made available at Chapter Poker Runs/Rallies, 

Monthly Gatherings, Kick-Tires or can be made available at an event strictly created for the 

Wanderer Give Away on a weekend within the 15 day window. PLP's, educational sessions, and 

calendar ride destinations excluded. An attempt to claim the "Wanderer" at their meeting place 

before the completion of the event is not allowed. A chapter attempting to "capture" should arrive 
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on time but no later than 15 minutes after the announced starting time of the event in order to be 

eligible. An allowance up to 30 minutes after the start time will be allowed for Chapter Poker 

Run/Rally events in order to be eligible for Wanderer capture.  
Our goal is for the Wanderer to move among Chapters as much as possible and for folks to have 

FUN. Be sure to read the rules in their entirety. Check out the new rules either in this edition of the 

District Newsletter or on our newly de-signed website. We would like to thank Howie Taylor of FL1-

L2 for designing the new look and taking on the role of District Webmaster. Millie Prince will 

continue in her role as District Administrative Assistant and District Newsletter Editor - along with 

her leading role as Chapter Director for FL1-H2, Orlando. Millie wears many hats and she wears 

them well! Thanks, Millie!  

Remember Rule #1 cannot be changed! If we do not have FUN then it doesn't really matter about the 

rest! See you soon for some FUN in the sun!

leave home without. I know a lot of you have met some good friends through the Gold Book and 

I'm sure Luis and Josefina Martinez will never forget the assistance they got in Summersville, 

West Virginia last Fall; thanks to the Gold Book. 

As I write this there is a couple, Terry and Michelle from Dade City, camped in our driveway. 

They found us in the Gold Book.

'Wing Tip:  
We had such a long cold winter and now it seems like we've jumped right into the 90's with high 

humidity. The most important thing we can do for ourselves during these sweltering days of 

South Florida summer is HYDRATE! By hydrate, I don't mean drinking  tea, soda, coffee, or 

powerade type drinks; I mean plain old water. 

Water makes up 75% of your body and 90% of your brain. Some people believe that we should 

drink half of our body weight in ounces of water daily. That means a person weighing 160 

pounds would drink 80 ounces of water daily. 

Water is essential to all the vital functions of your body 
Regular hydration will boost your energy levels keeping you from falling asleep while riding  

It will also boost your immune system and mental sharpness 

You need water to speed up recovery from injuries 
Last but certainly not least, drinking water instead of liquids that rob your body will enhance 

sexual performance 

When we are riding under the blistering sun, we are losing fluid even if it doesn't feel like it. If 

you wait until you are thirsty, you are already dehydrated and this is affecting your cells. 
Most of us have cup holders on our bikes but, if you don't, it is a good investment. I know the 

Butler mugs are pricey but they are well worth the cost because they hold a lot of water. 

The biggest argument against water is that there is no taste. We have been conditioned by the 

soda companies to crave sugary, flavored beverages. If you just have to drink something with 

taste, try adding a couple drops of a food grade essential oil like peppermint or lemon or putting 

a few drops of lime or lemon juice in your water. 

If you hate the thought of paying for water, consider this: Whenever we stop for gas I go into the 

store with our water mugs and ask the clerk if I can get ice and filtered water from the soda 

machine. I have never been turned down and never been charged. There is a small tab at the side 

of the soda spigot which is usually labeled "water"; just put your glass under the spigot, press the 

button and you'll be dispensing water. We also take our glasses into restaurants and the waitress 

will fill it with ice and even add lemon wedges.

Accident Management 
Help your fellow riders by thinking ahead, being prepared

After an accident, the people you ride with want to be useful. They will feel helpless enough if 

they aren't medical professionals with adequate gear to start making a difference, for in serious 

accidents, first aid seems superficially valuable or is even impossible to render. If they have 

access to communications and to important information, however, they can still help save your 

life. In light of Karen Miller's accident last November, here are some tips I gleaned from dealing 

with an emergency situation. The first four are offered to enable your fellow riders to help you 

immediately, the rest over the longer term. 

¶ Carry a cellular phone when you ride, if possible. If you don't have one, ask who in the 

group has one and where on the bike it is kept. 

¶ Carry legible ID and keep it current. If you've moved since your driver's license was 

issued, you can get a ticket for failing to update it -- as well as cause confusion about 

such basics as "where does she live?" Check or sign the organ donor box on it, if you 

would want to donate in a worst-case scenario. 

¶ Carry a list of medications you take routinely and keep it current. List allergies or 

medical conditions that EMS techs/doctors need to know about to treat you. 

¶ Carry a list of persons to contact and their current telephone numbers, including area 

codes. If those living with you are likely to be hard to reach, or you live alone, friends 

who ride with you should be able to figure out easily who to call from information on 

your bike or your person. (Even if they can gain access to your home by taking your keys 

from the scene, it doesn't mean they can find your address book.) Karen had thought to 

carry names and telephone numbers of relatives and friends with her, which saved her 

fellow riders a lot of stress after Life Flight left, when they started the notification 

process.  

Hospital and emergency personnel will presume that an unconscious person has given them 

consent to save his or her life. But even when a rider has a close family member who can legally 

take over subsequent medical decisions (as far as the hospital's lawyers are concerned), your 
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fellow LSL members may still be uncertain about which family member should be given your 

valuables, your keys, your jewelry, and access to your home -- especially if the family members 

argue about it when they get together to meet the witnesses and pick these items up. 

 

It is unfortunately only a cheerful fiction that all of a downed rider's brothers and sisters and in-

laws will be getting along splendidly the week that an accident happens -- not to mention the 

new lover and the ex-spouse. Would you want your cousin who's on parole rummaging through 

your mail while you're laid up? If you have no skeletons in your closet of relatives, you can 

ignore these suggestions. But for many of us, there are some troublesome realities among our 

relatives. So, for the longer term... 

¶ Have a durable Power of Attorney prepared appointing someone close to you to be in 

charge of your business and legal affairs, in writing. "Durable" means the person 

designated can act for you even if you could not act for yourself (i.e., if you were 

unconscious, or sedated for a long time). This is not a "form" document that you can buy, 

but it is usually inexpensive to have it prepared. "Close" means living in your area as well 

as close by relationship: if someone is making decisions critical to your well-being, he or 

she will be better informed after talking to your doctors face to face, if possible. 

¶ If you have given someone verbal authority to act for you in an emergency, do not leave 

written authority appointing someone else. Revoke conflicting Powers of Attorney and 

have a correct one prepared. Then tell someone who rides with you whom you 

designated! If you don't want to discuss this every time you go out, put a copy of the 

durable Power of Attorney with the list of phone numbers on your bike, or leave it with 

someone who is on that list of persons to notify in case of an accident.  

If you're riding with someone who goes down and are helping at an accident scene, get the name 

of the investigating officer in charge and find out where the vehicles are going and where the 

accident report will be. Take photos if you can. Retrieve the rider's ID, insurance card and 

personal items from the bike and protect them. Find the lists of phone numbers and medications 

as soon as possible. 

 

Riders who witness a serious accident will be somewhat in shock even if they were uninjured. If 

you are managing an accident scene where a friend has been hurt, let bystanders help you as well 

as your friend, if they can. Don't rush to get to the hospital once your injured friend has been 

removed. Take time to collect yourself before riding again. Have a drink of water (shock can 

make you dry-mouthed), and try to remember to thank the emergency personnel and any 

bystanders who helped you, before you leave. 
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
