This month we're featuring a great benefit that we hope no one has to use. When you meet 

someone and are sharing the GWRRA story, be sure to let them know about the Rescue 

Emergency Roadside Assistance program that comes with membership.  

   

Rescue Emergency Roadside Assistance for your motorcycle is a 24-hour/7-day-a-week 

Member benefit included free with your annual GWRRA membership. Rescue covers 35 miles 

of towing (per disablement) to the destination of your choice and applies to any motorcycle you 

(or, if you have a Family membership, your registered household family members) are riding, 
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including as a passenger. This unlimited service call program also includes fuel delivery and 

locksmith services (up to $100); auto rental reimbursement; emergency trip interruption; travel-

related accidental death and dismemberment; mapping services; and rental car and other travel-

related discounts. (Some exclusions apply.)  

   

Rescue Plus Emergency Roadside Assistance is an optional upgrade that, for the special price 

of $25 per year, includes all the benefits of Rescue (see ñRescueò above) PLUS covers the 

towing of any non-commercial vehicle (under one ton, including cars, trucks, and motorcycle 

trailers) AND increases covered towing from 35 to 50 miles (per disablement) to the destination 

of your choice. (With the purchase of a GWRRA Family membership, the Rescue Plus upgrade 

applies to all registered household family members.)

'WINGTIPS: With our rainy season rapidly approaching I thought I'd share a little bit about rain 

gear. Proper rain gear is definitely an enhancement!  
It seems like conditions are seldom optimal for putting the gear on; we either get caught where 

there isn't a good place to pull over or we are under an overpass trying to wrestle the pants on as 

semis go by blowing mist on us and the pant leg out at a 45 degree angle. Then there is the 

yukky, dirty boot that is nearly impossible to slide into the pant leg. I have found that carrying a 

plastic grocery bag in the rain gear pouch is great for slipping over my boot so that it keeps the 

dirt off the inside of the rain pants and lets the boot slide right in. I still haven't found a solution 

for the semis though. 
Another thing about rain gear; putting a fabric softener sheet in the storage bag keeps the musty 

smell away.
